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My best friend lives in Tottori Prefecture and works
as an ALT there. I went to visit him in February. Within
Tottori Prefecture, he lives in a town called Mizoguchi,
which is close to Daisen and about 2 hours away from
the sand dunes, which are near Tottori City. Last year, 1
visited Daisen with him, but this February we decided to
go to the sand dunes.

The first area we saw was the coastline, with beaches
and cliffs. There aren’t many cliffs in Ehime, so these
were amazing! It was raining outside, so the cliffs were
wet, and they were almost a red color. We drove along
the coastline, and stopped to get off at different points,
and the taxi driver explained about the area. The Japan
Sea 1s very different from the Seto Inland Sea; it is huge,
nwith no islands in sight. This was very great to see.

After, we went to the sand dunes. If you have never
been to the Tottori Sand Dunes, I highly recommend it.
I really did not expect them to be great, but they were.
They are maybe smaller than the sand dunes I have been
to in America, but the sand dunes near Chicago are on
a lake, not an ocean. So while the dunes are bigger in
America, the water is more vast in Japan. Walking up
and running down the sand dunes, one feels very free. My
friend and I took a long walk in the sand dunes, and saw
driftwood, and dune grasses. It is genuinely very fun to
run up and down the dunes, so we did that often.

The food is very delicious there, so after eating some
seafood from the Sea of Japan, we went back to my
friend’s apartment in Mizoguchi. It was a great, long day
trip, and I even liked the sand dunes so much that I went
again (a month later in March) with my friend in Tottori
and my friend from Iwagi. It was great the second time
too, for the sand dunes and for the adventures that come
with each trip.

The Tottori sand dunes are pretty far from Ehime, but
if you get a chance, I think that they are fun, strange, and
very beautiful for anyone and everyone. At least, I have
had great experiences this year in Tottori Prefecture.
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
